INFORMATION FOR HELPERS

Early helpers have been put in a start block of 12 – 12:30; it is a punching start so just turn up during that time.
Late helpers have been given early start times at around 10am or just before. This is because we can’t be certain that the start will be up and running much before then, however you can turn up earlier just in case if you wish.  Please relieve the early helper as soon as possible after your run to give them sufficient time to get to the start.

CAR PARKING 
Please report to Nigel Saker.   High visibility vests and direction markers will be provided.  The car park is used by shoppers and leisure centre users, so not all cars will contain orienteers. Start in main car park and then use overflow car park 400 metres away (see map ). Signs will already be out.
BUS MARSHALS - CRANLEIGH

Departures  Let first bus go at about 09:00 (or earlier if full),  thereafter at about 10/12 minute intervals.  Please wear a high visibility vest (collect from scout hut).
Arrivals  Make sure all competitors go straight to Scout Hut to download.

BUS MARSHALS  - WINTERFOLD

The first bus should arrive at about 09:10.  Point competitors in right direction if necessary.  String course is on route to start.  Toilets and clothing dump near Start.    During the return period (11:30 onwards), let buses go when full or next bus arrives.  At any one time, not more than one bus should be at the drop-off point.  Please wear a high visibility vest which will be left at the drop off point for you.  Last bus will leave about 2:45pm.
BUS GUIDES

Show drivers of first four buses (5th driver to travel on one of these buses) where to drop off/pick up competitors and where to turn round.  After bus has turned round, get off opposite drop off point and driver can return on his own.

The water carriers, squash, workmate, table, cups and waste sacks will already be in position.  If more water is needed, please ask Charlie who has arranged to fill up at a friend’s house in Cranleigh.  Please give him ample warning. 
Please monitor supply of toilet paper.

As the clothing dump is adjacent to a public car park, please keep an eye on it.
